Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

 

Recently, during my evening devotions, I read a selection from Jacob of Voragine, who lived and flourished in 

13th century Italy. Jacobôs observations hit me like a ton of bricks. I had to read his thoughts several times to 

let his wisdom soak in. This, I thought, is the living tradition of the church, the saints of old sharing with us 

their wisdom and insight in matters of faith. These words could have been written yesterday. 

Times have changed, and whereas preachers in the early days of the Church were like fishermen, who in one 

cast of the net drew in a multitude, today the preacher is more like a hunter, who with great labor and outcry 

catches but a single animal. If in fishing the catch is not large, the reason may lie with the fish. There are 

those who adroitly avoid the net of preaching. In other words, the problem is how to get to them at all. The 

fault may lie also with the fisherman. 

They fish at the wrong time; they fish too deep; they fish with poor tackle or broken nets, or they fish in the 

wrong place. Those who fish among riches, pleasures, and honor, are fishing in the wrong place. Those who 

look for death-bed repentances, or try to instruct others when they themselves are ignorant are fishing at the 

wrong time. Those who look for money or honor throw their hooks too low, and those who preach in word 

while their lives do not correspond, fish with broken nets. 

While Jacobôs thoughts are directed at those who preach, they are applicable to all disciples of Jesus who 

seek to share the good news of his loving forgiveness with others. In baptism, each and every one of us re-

ceives the calling to goéand make disciplesé This is not Jesusô suggestion to us; it is his command! 

As we ponder that commission given to us by Christ, let us reflect on the wisdom of Jacob. 

Times have changed: Times have changed indeed. Whereas people used to be more receptive to the 

good news of Godôs love, we live in a culture that is increasingly secular. God has been put on the 

back burner of human consciousness. People are less tolerant of those who speak of matters of faith.  

éthe reason may lie with the fish. There are those who adroitly avoid the net of faith. Any mention of God 

or Jesus sends them scurrying away, or verbally resisting those who bring good news. 

Butéthe fault may lie also with the fisherman: While the reason many people resist the good news of 

Godôs love may reside within themselves, no doubt some, if not much, of the fault lies with us. Many 

of us are not even fishing. We look at the Great Commission given in baptism as an optional facet of 

faith. But no place in the Bible is living and sharing our faith ever described as being optional. 

They fish at the wrong time; they fish too deep; they fish with poor tackle or broken nets, or they fish in 

the wrong place: Most of us who are fishing do so without thinking like the fish.  

We fish at the wrong time, speaking a word of hope to the neighbor only in times of crisis or high anxiety. 

In and of itself, thatôs not badðit is a part of Christian compassionðbut that is too small an arena for 

bearing witness to our faith.

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We fish in the wrong places, seeking the blessing of God and the approval of others because we bear 

witness to Christ. If the world rejected Christ, why would we expect it to welcome and embrace us 

when we proclaim his name? And why would God pat us on the back for doing what we are supposed 

to do in thanksgiving for what God has done for us? The purpose for sharing our faith is not to glorify 

ourselves; the purpose of sharing our faith is glorify the gift of Godôs love given to us in the death and 

resurrection of Christ and to lift up the spirits and heal the brokenness of our neighbor. 

We fish with broken nets, living lives that do not correspond with the faith we proclaim. Neglecting the 

study of Godôs word, we are more often rooted in the ways and values of the world than the ways and 

values of the kingdom of God. Without this rootedness in the Word, we cannot know and entrust our 

lives to the good news we proclaim. 

If we are fishing at the wrong time, in the wrong place with broken nets, is it any wonder that we are not suc-

ceeding in our calling to make disciples? 

The mission of Apostles Lutheran Church is to be and make disciples for Christ. That statement of mission is 

emblazoned on all our newsletters and bulletins. Until all of us begin living our discipleship, these words are 

little more than a pious platitude, a quaint little slogan without any substance. Because of our human sinful-

ness, we understand that we will never completely fulfill that mission as individual disciples and as a commu-

nity of faith, but let us at least be on the journey toward fulfillment of our calling. And as we go forth, let us fish 

wisely.

Lent begins Ash Wednesday, February 17th. This is the day we begin the journey to the cross with Jesus. 

Throughout these 40 days, we prepare ourselves for the joy that comes at Easter with the celebration of the 

resurrection of our Lord. During Lent, we focus on the sacrifice of Christ to atoneðto pay the priceðfor our 

sins so that we can have forgiveness and life with God. 

This year our Mid-week Lenten Services will center on the Stations of the Cross. The Stations of the Cross 

have been a part of Roman Catholic piety for centuries. While not rejected out of hand by the Protestant 

churches, the Stations of the Cross have been largely ignored. That is our loss, and we hope to recover some 

of that loss this year.  

Each Wednesday, we week will look at one of the Stations of the Cross. The scene will be portrayed by our 

Drama Ministry Team and will be followed by a reflective meditation. The Stations of the Cross are as follows: 

Feb. 17 Station 1:   Pilate Condemns Jesus to Die 

Feb. 24 Station 2:   Jesus Accepts His Cross 

Mar.  3  Station 3:   Simon Helps Carry the Cross 

Mar. 10 Station 4:   Jesus Speaks to the Women 

Mar. 17 Station 5:   Jesus Is Stripped of His Garments 

Mar. 24 Station 6:   Jesus Is Nailed to the Cross 

Apr.  1  Station 7:   Jesus Cares for His Mother 

Apr.  2  Station 8:   Jesus Dies on the Cross

Stepping Up for the Lord

In order to support the religious needs of Joint Task Force Guantanamo and Naval     

Station Guantanamo Bay Troopers and personnel, Jenny Michael stepped up and sent a 

request to her bishop to assume the duties of the  liturgical chaplain at GTMO. ñI donôt 

believe in letting a ministry fail,ò said Michael, who has now become the liturgical    

protestant service minister. ñWhen Chaplain [Clint] Picket left in July, [the GTMO   

community] didnôt have a liturgical minister. And with our faith tradition, it is important 

for us to receive the body of Christ and fellowship, so there was a big hole in our lives.ò Although she is not ordained, she has 

many of the same responsibilities other chaplains have. In a letter to the Federal Chaplaincy Ministries, Bishop Edward R.       

Benoway, the bishop for Florida-Bahamas Synod, said, ñIn light of the fact that there is not a Lutheran chaplain presently avail-

able to provide the word and sacrament ministry to the people at Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, I am hereby authorizing Jenny Michael 

to provide for and lead a liturgical Protestant worship service in this area.ò She was also granted the permission to provide the 

consecration of the Sacrament of Holy Communion based on ñher commitment to the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America 

and its mission throughout the world,ò stated Benoway. It took a few months to complete the paperwork in order to continue the 

liturgical services, but since then she has made an impact. ñI really like Jenny. She really has the heart of Christ. Being around her 

makes me feel at home,ò said Air Force Master Sgt. Phylis Washington with Joint Task Force Guantanamoôs Joint Medical Group. 

ñA lot of times we are called by the Lord. God called her to do something, and she stepped up, and her being so obedient is really 

amazing.ò ñShe keeps me grounded, rooted and accountable with the Lord,ò continued Washington, who works in mental heath. ñI 

think about all the people I have seen in my mental heath clinic and see all of these people searching and searching, so having the 

Lord in my life keeps me anchored. It is sad to see people come on [temporary duty] and think, ówhat ever happens at TDY stays 

at TDY.ô So with challenges Troopers face, It is important to take God every where you go,  including TDY.ò Michael has been 

accustomed to stepping up and taking charge because she is married to retired Army Sgt. 1st Class Kelly Michael, who now works 

as the special security officer for JTF Guantanamo. ñI am so proud of her,ò her husband said. ñWith all the deployments I have 

been through, my wife has always supported me. No  matter where I went or what I did, she knew I was doing it for my country. I 

couldnôt have done what I done without her.ò Her service is at the NAVSTA Chapel in Sanctuary B at 10 a.m. every Sunday.

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Lutheranõs Reaching Out 

It is a good day to say I am Lutheran (when is it not?).  

We have Lutheran World Relief taking provisions we may have supplied to Haiti.  

They are partnered with  many different agencies around the world including ACT (Action by Churches Together).  

ACT is working to provide food & other aid to more then 15, 000 families in Manila & surrounding areas.  ACT has been 

able to provide emergency supplies where other nations have NOT been allowed into the country.   In 2009, South 

Asia has been hit by several Typhoons leaving families in critical need of shelter, food & clean water. Again, Lutheran 

World Relief provided many of the needed items.  

A group of dedicated women at Apostles Lutheran have been sewing quilts for LWR for over 4 years now. Counting the 

quilts this year we will be very close to donating a total of 100 quilts! We are making a difference. There are some 

guidelines that must be followed while making our quilts, to ensure they are forwarded into the mission field:  

Finished Quilt 60x80  This ensures the quilt can be packed with the other 1000õs of quilts being sent out into the 

mission field  

Limitations on Fabric  We may not use any fabrics with religious symbols, US flags or military insignia.  In some coun-

tries is it against the law to be Christian. This could cause this person to be killed or tortured just for having a quilt.  

Tie the Layers   The Request to use crochet type of thread and NOT yarn was re -enforced. Yarn tends to fray 

and break. 

Quilt Sandwich   Each quilt must have  a top, a middle and a back.  

The Edge  Each edge must have  machine sewn binding.  

Shipping   It costs $2.25 to ship a quilt to a person in need.  

These Quilts provide; warmth on a cold night, shelter from the sun on a hot day, a room divider, a backpack to carry 

belongings or at times even a home. This may be the only blanket a family has after a natural disaster or man -made 

event.   

Our Journey to Lake Yale ñPart 3 will return next month.

Sun, Feb 21st   Hand towel & Washcloth - dark colors are requested   

Sun, Feb 28th   Nail Clippers with file attached  

Sun, Mar 7th   Large Sturdy Combs 

Sun, Mar 14th   Hand towel & washcloths - dark colors are requested  

Sun, Mar 21st   Bath Size Soap (4-5 oz) individually wrapped in original packaging  

Sun, Mar 28  Adult toothbrushes individually wrapped in original packaging  

The goal is to collect enough supplies to make 100 kits to send to LWR.  The effort in Haiti will be on -going.  Supplies 

will be needed for the foreseeable future.  There will be a box in the Narthex to collect the items.

SOUPER BOWL OF CARING  

On Sunday, February 7, 2010, nearly 100 million Americans are expected to tune in to watch the 

Super Bowl.  Many of them will be hosting or attending parties with abundant food, friendship 

and fellowship.  At the same time, nearly 1 billion people around the world will be hungryñ

some worrying about staying warm, finding shelter and securing the next meal.  We want to do 

something about that!  The Youth Ministry at Apostles is participating in the òSouper Bowl of 

Caring,ó  which is a youth-led ecumenical and grassroots movement that unites youth under a single cause:  to end hun-

ger.  Last year this movement raised $10.2 million for hunger-related charities and 4.5 million pounds of food.   

The money raised during the Souper Bowl will be given to the ELCA program called Godõs Global Barnyard. The      

program purchases farm animals for needy people all over the world.  A chicken costs $10 and will soon begin laying 

eggs for food and can generate income for the family.  A pig costs $30 and can soon grow to several 

hundred poundsñbringing a big payoff at the market.  A goat costs $50 and can change lives.  They 

live in extreme climates and provide milk and fertilizer for the land.  The Youth Ministry is hoping to 

raise enough money to purchase two goatsña male and female.

Our "JJJ Youth" who went to New Orleans last summer allocated $100 to go to the Fantsuam Foundation.  Laurie Ellis 
and Dori Vila, left their careers with the YMCA in Valrico and are now working in Nigeria with Fantsuam Foundation. This 
is the letter we received today.   

 

Sannu Apostles, 

I would like to introduce you to Esther and Grace, the beautiful young ladies in the attached photo.  They 

were removed from their village two weeks ago because they were accused of being witches and having 

evil powers that were making people in their village sick. This accusation came after their mother died of 

AIDS.  They were being beaten and hanged by people in their village in an attempt to get them to confess 

to being witches and to rid their bodies of the evil.  They would likely have been killed if the Fantsuam 

Foundation did not intervene and rescue them.  

This is not something the Foundation planned to do as part of its development work.  Unfortunately, child rescue missions are a    

recurring issue that FF is faced with far too often.  Many times, we actually have to build a budget and raise funds to rescue children 

from their own family members to keep them from being killed.   Can you imagine sitting down at budget time and creating a budget 

that captures all of the expenses related to rescuing a child and saving their lives? It is not something I ever imagined I would do.   

We met Esther and Grace when we visited the Hope of House Orphanage to deliver gifts of clothes and money to help feed the    

children and pay school fees.  The gifts we delivered were donated by friends and family members that have supported the work we 

are doing in Nigeria.  It was heart breaking to see the fresh wounds on the backs of these young ladies.  It was heart breaking to look 

into their eyes and see the sadness and fear they carry with them at such a young age.  It was wonderful to see a smile come across 

their faces as they received a gift from someone in the US that cares about them. 

Thank you for bringing a smile to their face during one of the most difficult times in their life.

The Origin of the Boy Scouts of America  

 

One day in 1909 in London, England, an American visitor, William D. Boyce, lost his way in a dense fog. He stopped 

under a street lamp and tried to figure out where he was. A boy approached him and asked if he could be of help.  

"You certainly can,"  said Boyce. He told the boy that he wanted to find a certain business office in the center of the 

city.  

"I'll take you there,"  said the boy.  

When they got to the destination, Mr. Boyce reached into his pocket for a tip. But the boy stopped him.  

"No thank you, sir. I am a Scout. I won't take anything for helping."  

"A Scout? And what might that be?" asked Boyce. 

The boy told the American about himself and about his brother scouts. Boyce became very interested. After  finishing 

his errand, he had the boy take him to the British Scouting office.  

At the office, Boyce met Lord Robert Baden -Powell, the famous British general who had founded the Scouting move-

ment in Great Britain. Boyce was so impressed with what he learned that he decided to bring Scouting home with him 

to America.  

On February 8, 1910, Boyce and a group of outstanding leaders founded the Boy Scouts of America. From that day 

forth, Scouts have celebrated February 8 as the birthday of Scouting in the United States.  

What happened to the boy who helped Mr. Boyce find his way in the fog? No one knows. He had neither asked for 

money nor given his name, but he will never be forgotten. His Good Turn helped bring the Scouting      movement to 

our country.
