s On Sunday, January 2, | preached a sermon entitled God Is Not the
Object of Faith! The positive responses indicated that the sermon
was helpful in establishing a proper perspective for faith. In the
sermon, | cited Steve Johnson’s posting on twitter account blaming
God for dropping a touchdown pass that would have given his team,
the Buffalo Bills, a victory over the Pittsburg Steelers. To Johnson’s
dismay, the Bills ultimately lost the game.

| used Johnson’s rant to underline a common misperception of faith. Johnson believes that God is the object
of faith. He believes that if he praises God 24/7, then God is obligated to help him catch the ball or give him
whatever else might be needed at any given moment. And if God doesn’t come through, then whatever
happens is God'’s fault.

Johnson is not alone in that belief. Many of us look at God like that. However, when we approach faith like
that, we place ourselves above God. We make God an object that is subservient to our wants and desires.
We assume a sense of entitlement. We begin to believe that because we have faith in God, God owes us.
But God is not the object of faith; God is the subject. God is the one who acts upon our lives in Creation, in
Redemption and in Sanctification.

The truth is, God doesn’t owe us anything. It is we who owe God everything—for the gift of life in creation and
for the gift of life eternal through the death and resurrection of his son Jesus Christ. And the sooner we
accept that, the healthier and stronger we—and our faith—will be.

When we come to understand that God is the subject of faith rather than its object, a great weight is lifted
from our shoulders. With the focus of our faith on the actions of God and all that he gives us in the gift of
Creation and the gift of his son, we gain a perspective that enables us to live lives that are meaningful,
purposeful and filled with joy. God doesn’t owe us anything. Rather, in his grace he chooses to bless our lives
with his great love.

C.S. Lewis makes the same point, although much more elegantly, in his book The Screwtape Letters. The
book is a collection of letters written by Screwtape, a senior devil, to his nephew, Wormwood, a devil in
training, to mentor him in how to deal with people and turn them away from God, who he calls the Enemy.

Screwtape writes: The search for a “suitable” church makes
be a pupil. What He wants of the layman in church is an attitude which may, indeed, be critical in the sense of
rejecting what is false or unhelpful, but which is wholly uncritical in the sense that it does not appraise—does
not waste time in thinking about what it rejects, but lays itself open in uncommenting, humble receptivity to
any nourishment that is going.

(You see how groveling, how unspiritual, how irredeemably vulgar He is!) This attitude, especially during
sermons, creates the condition (most hostile to our whole policy) in which platitudes can become really
audible to a human soul. There is hardly any sermon, or any book, which may not be dangerous to us if it is
received in this temper. So pray bestir yourself and send this fool the round of neighborhood churches as
soon as possible.
