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Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

At the January 23rd, 2011 Congregation meeting, I sent an unintended shockwave 

through the congregation with the announcement of the tentative date of my       

retirement, on or about January 1, 2014. I also noted that there would be inevitable 

transitions in staff that would come with the change in pastoral leadership. 

Obviously, I need to clarify some misperceptions and misunderstandings created 

by my comments. 

The purpose of my announcement was not to cause anxiety but, rather, to stress the importance of working 

together to strengthen our ministries. My intention was to encourage us to work together to make the minis-

tries of Apostles as strong and effective as possible so that when the transition begins, Apostles will be well 

positioned to move into a new chapter in its life and history. 

While there will be changes in staff, the transition will be orderly. Members of the staff may choose to stay 

on during the period of transition, and those who choose to leave will not all leave at the same time. 

The purpose of these changes is to allow the newly called pastor and the congregation to discern the direc-

tions for your ministry together and to select staff that complement his/her gifts for ministry to best serve the 

needs of the congregation and its ministries. 

The synod has a very good process for working with congregations that are in the process of calling a new 

pastor. The bishop will appoint an interim pastor to serve until the call process is completed and the new 

pastor is installed. 

This is how the process works: 

Once a pastor retires, a representative of the Bishop, usually the Dean of the Conference, meets with the 

Congregation Council to begin the process. 

a. A Call Committee is formed to lead the process. 

b. A congregation profile will be prepared outlining the ministries and the strengths, weaknesses and 
needs of the congregation. 

c. The profile is completed and returned to the Bishopôs office. 

d. The Bishop matches the congregation profile with the pastors whose profiles fit the expressed needs of 
the congregation. 

e. The Bishop presents the Call Committee a Call List with the names of two to three pastors whose gifts 
would serve the congregation well. 

f. The Call Committee interviews the candidates and select a primary candidate. 

g. The Call Committee presents the candidate to the Congregation Council. If council approves the candi-
date, they present the candidate to the congregation for approval. 

h. A special congregation meeting is called to vote to call the new pastor. 



 

I share this information with you, hopefully, to alleviate any anxiety my announcement may have created. We 

still have 2 ½ years of ministry togetherð2 ½ years to work together to build and strengthen Apostles. 

Rather than getting anxious about the future, let us focus on the present. If we focus on our ministries here 

and now, with the blessing and guidance of the Holy Spirit, the future will take care of itself. 

My pledge to you is that I will not retire in place. I will not slough off and operate on cruise control. I will work 

hard with you as partners in ministry the next 2 İ years, just as I have done the past 11 İ years. So letôs 

make these next 2 İ years count. Letôs make them the best 2 İ years in Apostlesô history. 

Jesus has promised us the presence of the Holy Spirit. I will not leave you orphaned. John 14:18 That prom-

ise was made to the disciples in the Upper Room the night before Jesus was crucified. Because Jesus is al-

ways faithful to his word, we can be assured he will not abandon Apostles as it prepares to face an exciting 

future in the work of Godôs kingdom. 

We need not fear for the future of Apostles. The Holy Spirit will guide the ministries of this congregation as it 

embraces its future, just as it has and continues to guide us in the ministry we share.
