Life is so fragile. We never know how long we will have with those we love. Sometimes we fail to recognize
the blessing they are until they are no longer with us. Yet, in the deep loss that we feel, we can learn at least
three valuable life lessons:

to thank God for the joy and love for the time we have shared,

to be ever mindful of the many blessings God gives us through the goodness of his creation and love,

to celebrate joyfully these gifts of God in the present moment.

I am in the process of relearning those lessons now. Life is indeed so fragile. We never know how long we
will have the blessings of God that enrich and bring joy to our lives. May God open our eyes to see those
blessings, our hearts to cherish them and our minds to give God thanks for the gifts that come from his
hands.

HOPE's mission is to promote justice, fairness, and the dignity of people, by engaging and training hundreds of people
to responsibly and successfully act together to hold officials accountable to improve the systems affecting the quality of
life in our communities. They do that by identifying common community problems, researching solutions, and then
publicly engaging officials for commitments to implement those solutions.

Below is one of the many issues that HOPE has been a part of identifying and working to solve in our community.

Success Story

Mr. M. is a 44 year old divorced African-American male with a college degree in computer information systems. He is an
Army Veteran and worked as an Intelligence Data Analyst. After his military service, Mr. M was employed as a senior
program analyst and earned a 6 figure salary. Unfortunately, Mr. M made some poor decisions that landed him in prison for
over 4 years. Mr. M decided to use the time he was incarcerated to change his life and the lives of his fellow inmates. He wrote
curriculum for life skills, employability skills and money management and taught these skills to his fellow inmates.

Upon his release from jail, Mr. M was homeless and unemployed with only the clothes on his back and his prison ID card for
ID. He was referred to the Homeless Recovery Program for assistance where he was assisted initially with his shelter cost so
he would have a roof over his head to begin rebuilding his life. Mr. M was referred to the HVRP program which is a program
that assists homeless veterans with trying to obtain employment. He was also assisted with business attire clothing from the
clothes closet that we have on site at the Homeless Recovery Office. He was also allowed to leave his belongings in our storage
closet which is available to clients that are looking for work that have no place to store their personal possessions during the
day.

Despite these supports, the HVRP employment counselor was not able to help client obtain gainful employment until he
could obtain a FL State ID card . It was with the help of the partnership between Metropolitan Ministries and the Homeless
Recovery Program thatwe wer e able to obtain Mr. M6s birth certifiOne
these documents were obtained, Mr. M was then given several referrals for employment by the HVRP job counselor.

Mr. M eventually found full time employment  with a company called Computer Mentors, which is a nonprofit program that
provides computer and job skills to low income and juvenile offenders to help them prepare for future job opportunities. Mr.
M took this job to try and use his life experience to mentor children and give them a chance to change their lives, and prevent
them from becoming career criminals.
